Above Reproach = (KJV) Blameless = Definition:
Unrebukeable, not apprehended

Only one wife = Not having multiple partners
Temperate = not angry

Self-Controlled = (KJV) Sober = of good mind
Respectable = (KJV) Good behaviour
Hospitable = Willing to host and a good one
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Qualifications to lead cont..

Able to teach = Important ability
Not given to drunkenness =Doesn’t drink too

much

Not violent but gentle = (KJV) No Striker
Not quarrelsome = Doesn’t get into fights/conflicts
Not a lover of money = (KJV) not covetous
